This program allows 
Hudson County to continue to be a pioneer in the implementation and 
projected success of the program, where inmates housed at the Hudson 
County Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation are afforded the 
opportunity of studying, earning college credits while being in a county jail, 



and obtaining sixty credits towards a certificate and undergraduate degree 
programs.

The program runs through from June 1, 2023, through May 31, 2025.
